REGISTRATION will be held in the  

Alme International Arts Centre on  

Saturday, July 28, 2012 beginning at 

3:00 pm CDT.

HOUSING & MEALS

UNIFORM 

The uniform dress for the Tuesday 

evening concerts and formal pictures 

is a white shirt or blouse and navy or 

black pants or skirt. 
 

LOCKS 

Dormitories have cubbies that can be 

locked.  You may rent a lock for $5.00 

(USD).  $3.00 will be refunded upon 

return of the lock and key at the end 

of your stay at camp.  Locks may be 

checked out at registration or in the 

camp office. 
 

Please do not wear perfumes, co-

lognes or smelly lotions at camp!  

The mosquitoes will love you but the 

asthmatic students and staff will be 

seriously affected by it! 
 

HEALTH FORMS 

Each camper must have the enclosed 

health form completed and returned 

to the camp prior to or at the time of 

your arrival.  

The grounds and buildings of the In-

ternational Music Camp are smoke 

free.  (There is a "smoker's hut" avail-

able.)  We also ask that you do not 

bring alcoholic beverages into the 

camp. 
 

CAMPING 

If you plan to camp, please do not 

forget to register at the front gate of 

the  International Peace Garden upon 

arrival.  There is no tuition adjust-

ment for staying in the campground. 
 

NO PASSPORT NEEDED 

Passports for US and Canadian  

Citizens are NOT needed for crossing 

the border at this time. However, ac-

cording to US Homeland Security, 

you will need two forms of ID with 

you (ie: birth certificate and a govern-

ment issued photo ID) if you do not 

already have a passport.
