ABOUT MYRTLE LORIMER

Myrtle Lorimer was a founding member of the
Board of the International Music Camp and
served on the Board for 47 years. Through her
contacts she has opened the doors to several
major donations for capital projects at IMC and
for Government grants to assist with operating
costs and encouraged the Rotary International
Fellowship to provide student scholarships for
many years.

As a parent and an educator she was interested
in IMC’s programs and facilities ever since her
first encounter with the fledgling IMC, then only
in its second summer season under its founder
Dr. Merton Utgaard.
